WHEREAS, the original 160-ft two-span steel truss Leudinghaus Bridge built in 1922 which connected County roads located immediately adjacent to the Chehalis River was completely destroyed during the December 3, 2007 flood event in Lewis County; and

WHEREAS, This project is listed in the current TIP and is funded by FEMA (75%), Washington State Military Department, Emergency Management Division (12.5%), and Lewis County (12.5%); and 


WHEREAS, a contract was negotiated with BergerABAM to provide the structural design and construction support for the Leudinghaus Bridge No. 87 replacement structure near Hatchery Road and was approved by the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) on December 17, 2012; and


WHEREAS,  Supplement No. 2 was negotiated with Public Works and it was agreed that additional funds in the amount of $208,604.00 and a time extension to December 31, 2015 were needed in order to complete the additional work required; and


WHEREAS, Supplement No. 2 to the Standard Consultant Agreement is attached as Exhibit A for approval by the Board of County Commissioners; and  

WHEREAS, it appears to be in the best public interest to approve Supplement No. 2 to the BergerABAM Contract. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners authorizes the Director of Public Works to execute Supplement No. 2 to the Contract for additional construction oversight for the Leudinghaus Bridge No. 87 Project with BergerABAM (Federal Way, WA) for an amount of $208,604.00 for a total contract of $565,258.00.
