WHEREAS, RCW 47.48.020 provides guidance for the proper road closure procedures in cases of emergency or conditions in which the maximum time the closure will be in effect is twelve hours or less; and

WHEREAS, in cases of emergency or conditions in which the maximum time the closure will be in effect is twelve hours or less the orders of the proper authorities shall be immediately effective; and

WHEREAS, the proper authority and order of succession need to be established for road closure procedures and shall be as follows:  the Director/County Engineer is designated the “proper authority” as said term is used within RCW 47.48.020, and if unavailable, the proper authority shall be the Assistant County Engineer, and if unavailable, the proper authority shall be the Maintenance & Traffic Engineer, and if unavailable, the proper authority shall be the Road Maintenance Lead Supervisor; and

WHEREAS, this Resolution supersedes Resolution No. 02-098 dated March 25, 2002 which has been determined to be outdated; and 
WHEREAS, it appears to be in the best public interest to replace Resolution No. 02-098 and designate the proper authorities establishing a clear order of succession in the event of absence.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the Director/County Engineer is designated the “proper authority” as said term is used within RCW 47.48.020, and if unavailable, the proper authority shall be the Assistant County Engineer, and if unavailable, the proper authority shall be the Maintenance & Traffic Engineer, and if unavailable, the proper authority shall be the Road Maintenance Lead Supervisor.
