WHEREAS, Lewis County (County) serves as the Fiscal Agent for the Chehalis River Basin Flood Control Authority (Flood Authority); and 


WHEREAS, the Flood Authority has approved the Parties’ agreement that the County shall bear a certain percentage of the annual cost of operating and maintaining the Chehalis River Basin Flood Warning System (Flood Warning System), including certain identified river/stream/precipitation gages located in Lewis County; and


WHEREAS, the City of  Centralia (City), as beneficiary of the Flood Warning System, has agreed to pay the County $8,000 for the annual maintenance cost assessed by the County on behalf of the Flood Authority for operating and maintaining the Flood Warning System; and


WHEREAS, the County and the City wish to memorialize the terms and conditions of their cost sharing agreement through an Inter-local Agreement pursuant to RCW Chapter 39.34; and
