WHEREAS, RCW 36.87 authorizes the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) to vacate useless county roads or portions thereof; and 

WHEREAS, the BOCC has received information indicating that the county road described below may be useless as a part of the county road system, that the public may be benefited by its vacation, and intends to proceed to determine whether the following described road: 
All that part of Mountain View Drive dedicated to the public in the Plat of Eighth High Valley Park, recorded in Volume 5 of Plats, Pages 67-69, records of Lewis County, lying West of Cowlitz View Drive, in Section 1, Township 13 North, and Range 9 East W.M. 
should be vacated and abandoned; and

WHEREAS, when considering vacation of a county road the BOCC may by resolution declare its intention to vacate the road and direct the county road engineer to report on such vacation. 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the County Road Engineer is instructed to examine that portion of Mountain View Drive lying West of Cowlitz View Drive, Packwood, as required by RCW 36.87.010 and LCC 12.15 and report his recommendations to the BOCC.
