REQUEST FOR SEALED BID

1. SCOPE

This is a request for sealed bids for the purchase of five (5) retrofitted cargo containers to be used to contain used waste oil collection tanks.  The successful bidder will deliver all containers to the Central Transfer Station located at 1411 South Tower Avenue, Centralia. Lewis County reserves the right to inspect the completed containers upon delivery.  Lewis County will require the successful bidder to repair/replace the container if the container arrives at the Central Transfer Station in a damaged condition.
Two sets of plans shall be provided to Lewis County within ten (10) working days of contract award.  Plans shall include: cargo container detail/specifications;  rollup door detail and specifications;  vent detail/specifications; floor detail/specifications; containment curbs detail/specifications.  The successful bidder shall provide a schedule for the delivery of the five (5)  retrofitted cargo containers to Lewis County within twenty (20) working days of contract award.

· Lewis County (Agency) reserves the right to ask for descriptive literature and technical specifications at the bidders’ expense.

· The bid shall include cost of material as specified and ALL shipping to the Central Transfer Station.  No fuel surcharges shall be charged.  
· Federal Tax Identification Number from IRS form W-9 is required on all invoices.

· Bidders are required to submit a copy of any and all warranties for the proposed product(s) with their response.  A copy of the warranties shall also accompany products delivered.

3.    SPECIFICATIONS

The Washington State Department of Transportations “Standard Specifications for Road, Bridge, and Municipal Construction 2014” shall govern the Contract.
The Cargo Container will meet ISO 1496 standards. The container will have nominal dimensions of 20 feet long by 8 feet wide by 8 feet tall.  The container will have hinged cargo doors on both ends. The cargo container will have a 10 gauge steel floor overlay with continuous welds along each edge.  An eight (8) inch high metal curb will be welded continuously along the inside  of all doors and the floor of the container to provide adequate spill containment. A center divider wall shall be constructed between the two sides of container.  Two four (4) foot roll up doors will be installed; each door will be placed 1 foot off center on the same side of the center line of the container. Two (2) rainproof turbine fans on the top and 8 wire screen vents will be installed in the container walls at each end to provide cross ventilation. 
Detailed Specifications for the retrofitted cargo containers can be found in Appendix A of this document.

4.    PUBLIC OPENING OF PROPOSAL 

Date and Time of Bid Opening

The Board of County Commissioners of Lewis County or designee, will open sealed proposals and publicly read them aloud on or after 11:30 a.m. on Tuesday, January 20, 2015, at the Lewis County Courthouse, Chehalis, Washington, for the Cargo Containers for used waste oil tanks purchase.

Sealed proposals must be delivered to the Clerk of the Board of Lewis County Commissioners (351 N.W. North Street, Room 210, CMS-01, Chehalis, Washington 98532) by or before 11:00 a.m. on the date specified for opening, and in an envelope clearly marked:  “SEALED BID FOR RETROFITTED CARGO CONTAINERS FOR USED WASTE OIL TANKS, TO BE OPENED ON OR AFTER 11:30 A.M. ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 20, 2015.”
All bid proposals shall be accompanied by a bid proposal deposit in cash, certified check, cashier's check or surety bond in an amount equal to five percent (5%) of the amount of such bid proposal.  Should the successful bidder fail to enter into such contract within the time stated in the specifications, the bid proposal deposit shall be forfeited to the Lewis County Public Works Department.
