WHEREAS, RCW 39.04.155 allows local governments to award contracts for construction and other improvements through established small works roster when such work has an estimated cost of three hundred thousand dollars or less; and

WHEREAS, Resolution 11-437 allows appointed department directors the authority to execute and bind Lewis County to contracts up to $150,000 when a project has already been authorized in the department’s budget; and

WHEREAS, Public Works has a need for crushing surfacing rock in order to complete road projects during the construction season; and 

WHEREAS, a request for quotes was sent to all contractors on our Small Works Roster in the Rock Crushing category on April 8, 2015 and six quotes were received on April 15, 2015; and 

WHEREAS, Lewis County Public Works determined that Alderbrook Quarry, Inc. provided the bid most advantageous to the County for Alternate 2 for the Crushed Surfacing Rock Proposal and a contract with Alderbrook Quarry, Inc. was executed by the Public Works Director.   

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Crushed Surfacing Rock contract previously executed by the Public Works Director with Alderbrook Quarry, Inc. in the amount of $53,991.63 including sales tax is hereby ratified by the Board of County Commissioners.
