WHEREAS, Schedule A of the Agreement identifies those specific roads to be cooperatively maintained and Schedule B specifies the level of maintenance to be performed by the County; and
 

WHEREAS, Schedule A and Schedule B have been modified to add 0.016 mile of Forest Service Road No. 63 as a road cooperatively maintained by the County, and adds a portion of Forest Service property adjacent to Davis Creek Road for use for wetland mitigation for projects on roads within the National Forest boundary; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) has reviewed the revised Schedules A and B; and
