Sealed proposals must be delivered to the Clerk of the Board of Lewis County Commissioners (351 N.W. North Street, Room 210, Chehalis, Washington 98532), by or before 11:00 A.M. on the date specified for opening, and in an envelope clearly marked:  “SEALED BID FOR THE Packwood Airport, Runway 01-19 Improvement Project TO BE OPENED ON OR AFTER 11:30 A.M. ON September 9, 2015”.
The work contemplated consists of, but is not limited to, the following:

1. Runway Reconstruction
2. Access Road Realignment
3. Fencing Installation

4. Runway Lighting replacement

The contract time will be limited to 40 working days to substantially complete all work.  Liquidated damages will be charged as described in the Construction Safety and Phasing Plan should the contractor fail to complete the work within the time limit specified. Sundays and legal holidays shall be excluded in determining days in default.

The Owner reserves the right to waive any informalities or to reject any or all proposals not conforming to the intent and purpose of the contract documents. No Bidder may withdraw his proposal within ninety (90) days after the actual date of the opening thereof.
