WHEREAS, the franchise issued to Mr. Loose has a provision for transfer; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners finds that it is in the public interest to approve transfer of the Loose franchise on Chilvers Road right of way. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the transfer of franchise from Elmer P. Loose IV to James J. Ladd to erect, install, construct, repair, replace, reconstruct, maintain and retain a water line on Chilvers Road set to expire September 16, 2038, is approved and James J. Ladd agrees to be bound by all terms and conditions of the franchised being accepted.
