WHEREAS, an upgrade of the control system appears to be the best, most economical methodology for repair and will allow the control system to be customized for this building without proprietary software chips, and
WHEREAS, there exists a competitively bid contract between Thyssen-Krupp Inc., the manufacturer of the elevator, and the National Joint Powers Alliance purchasing cooperative for this identified equipment upgrade and Lewis County is a member of this cooperative.
